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Lesson 16 

Short to Long with Vowel Teams 

Phonics Rule: When two vowels walk together, the 
first one says its name. The second vowel is silent. 

This rule only applies to these vowel teams:  

ai, ee, oa, oe, ue, ui, and someCmes ie & ea 
Direc&ons: On a whiteboard, the mentor should print the short word. (Bat). Ask, 
“What does this word say?” (“Bat”.) Then, add the second vowel to create a vowel 
team (“ai”). Ask, “How many vowels does this word have?” (Two.) Place a long mark 
over the first vowel, and a slash through the second vowel to show that it is silent. 
Ask the student, “What does the word say now?” (“Bait.”) Do this for all of the 
following words. Have your student say the Phonics Rule to you un&l you know they 
remember it.
